DECLARING A MAJOR IN ELEMENTARY EDUCATION REQUIRES:
Completion of all academic development requirements

Completion of ENG 101 or equivalent with a “C” or higher
Completion of CIED 100 or equivalent with a “C” or higher
A cumulative GPA of 2.5 or higher (including all post-secondary institutions attended)
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Good academic standing at SIUE

DECLARING A MAJOR IN SPECIAL EDUCATION REQUIRES:

1. Completion of all academic development requirements
2. Completion of ENG 101 or equivalent with a “C” or higher
3. Completion of SPE 100 with a “B” or higher
4. A cumulative GPA of 2.5 or higher (including all post-secondary institutions attended)
5. Good academic standing at SIUE
PROGRAM APPLICATIONS:

Students should submit their application online to their program of choice even if they are in the process of
meeting declaration requirements or are in the process of completing the eligibility requirements.
APPLICATIONS FOR ALL PROGRAMS ARE DUE BY MARCH 15" OF THE SEMESTER BEFORE THE DESIRED START
SEMESTER. Applications will be available on our website:

Please note: applying to the university and to the School of Education programs are separate application
processes.

Due to limited space and availability in each program, meeting minimum
requirements does not guarantee admission.

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A cumulative GPA of 2.5 or higher (including all post-secondary institutions attended) and good
academic standing at SIUE

1. Completion of all declaration requirements

Grade of “C” or higher in all Skills/Foundations courses
Completed PSYC 201 or equivalent with a “C” or higher
Completed MATH 120 or equivalent with a “C” or higher
Completed CIED 310 & 311 with a “C” or higher**
Completion of 42 semester hours

Fewer than 5 non-partnership program classes remaining
A cumulative GPA of 2.5 or higher (including all post-secondary institutions attended) and good
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academic standing at SIUE

PROGRAM ADMISSION REQUIRMENTS FOR SPECIAL EDUCATION PROGRAM:
1. Completion of all declaration requirements

2. Grade of “C” or higher in all Skills/Foundations courses
3. Completed SPE 100 or equivalent with a “B” or higher
4. Completion of 42 semester hours
5. Completed all general education courses with a “C” or higher
6. A cumulative GPA of 2.5 or higher (including all post-secondary institutions attended) and good
academic standing at SIUE
BACKGROUND CHECK:

All students must undergo a fingerprint-based check through the FBI which checks for arrest and conviction
records in all states. Any updates to criminal history are returned to SIUE. Once this background check is run, it
must be shared with all school districts in which we request a placement. Students will be responsible for the
costs of this background check.
