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The EUE in CHEM 121A/B involves the
development and implementation of A
Classroom Response System for
Student Engagement, Active Learning,
and Real-time Intervention. Our
primary goal is to utilize Learning
Catalytics which can introduce a
variety of real time classroom polling
questions for our large 200+ freshman
general chemistry courses. Unlike
some other polling response systems,
this would have access to short
answer, numeric, directional, region,
matching and many-choice in addition
to the standard ranking and multiple-
choice style questions. Preliminary
results show that this is very much
encouraging student attendance as
well as increasing student engagement
during lectures.
