International Student Mentorship Program (ISMP)

The International Student Mentorship Program (ISMP) pairs new
international students with continuing international and U.S.
students. International Affairs received over 100 applications and
paired 24 students in total for the pilot of this program this fall.
Student mentors get to expand their leadership and interpersonal
skills and receive six service hours after completing all the
program's requirements. For mentees, it's beneficial to have a
student to guide them and help them adapt to this new stage in
their lives in the U.S.

A major goal of the program was to create a welcoming space for
students to connect and build a supportive community. On
September 9th, ISMP hosted its Program Orientation for mentors
and mentees, followed by a visit to the St. Louis Zoo. Throughout
the semester, additional events are planned to promote a sense of
belonging and community for ISMP students. The structure of the
program is based on its core competencies -
Academic/Professional and Social/Cultural - which are designed
to support new students in succeeding at SIUE while providing

mentors with a framework for engaging in mentorship activities.

ISMP is spearheaded by International Affairs Graduate Assistant
and international student Emanuel Chon Sin. Emanuel reflects,
“The ISMP team has worked incredibly hard in developing this
initiative, and we will continue to do so to ensure that it eases the
transition of new international students to their new life in the
U.S., which can be daunting and overwhelming, as | have
personally experienced."

New International Student Success Series (NISSS)

Undergraduate and graduate international students frequently struggle more than domestic students with adjusting to
university life. Since they often first concentrate on learning the new culture of the classroom, campus, and U.S., they are
more likely to perform poorly academically during the first one or two semesters. The purpose of NISSS is to ease
students’ adjustment period and provide the tailored orientation this student population needs.

This series is composed of six workshops spanning 12 weeks, on topics such as navigating differences of the U.S.
classroom and overcoming culture shock. Content has been developed by International Affairs and guest speakers from
a variety of SIUE offices, such as Counseling Services, Academic Advancement, the Kimmel Student Involvement Center,
and more. Many of the workshops also feature student panels, composed of current international students sharing their
experiences and offering advice meant to help new international students adapt and thrive at SIUE.
