In addition, courses that will meet the SIUE pre-pharmacy requirements may not meet the requirements
for completion of other majors at SIUE. Students who plan to pursue an Associate’s degree at a community college
or a Bachelor’'s degree at SIUE should consult an academic advisor with regard to applicability of courses toward
degree requirements. Students who are not admitted to the School of Pharmacy, or who change career paths, may
take longer than four years to complete the Bachelor’'s Degree.
